Competition Rules
1. Open to current high school students in Clinton, Eaton, or Ingham Counties, grades 9-12.  Home schooled students welcome.  You must present your current student ID to audition.  
2. Auditions are limited to the first 50 registered acts per audition location.  

3. Individual and group acts welcome.
a. Group acts are limited to five (5) people and everyone in your act must be enrolled in a Tri-County area high school (Clinton, Eaton, or Ingham County). 
b. All members of an act must complete a registration packet.

4. Acts utilizing musical instruments must be able to walk on with their instruments.  CD player, piano, microphones, and two amps will be available to use.  There is not time to set up additional equipment (amps, drum sets, etc).
5. All acts must be appropriate for a family audience.  Acts may not contain any obscene, lewd, violent, offensive or otherwise inappropriate language, behavior, slogans, or political, personal, and or religious statements.
6. All acts limited to 5 minutes.  

7. Appropriate attire is required (no promotion of alcohol, tobacco, or drugs; no suggestive and/or offensive clothing)
8. The use of animals and/or weapons is prohibited.
9. All acts must pre-register by March 1, 2009.  CORRECTION: Acts may register up to and including day of audition. You must bring completed registration packet, including parent consent form, in person to the audition site.
10. All participants and parent(s)/legal guardians irrevocably grant the Tri-County Alcohol Awareness Committee (TCAAC) the unconditional and unlimited right and permission to: verify current high school status of participant; film, record, reproduce, encode, store, copy, transmit, post, broadcast, display, adapt, exhibit and or otherwise use or re-use the acts of the participants and to 
11. TCAAC has the sole right to decide winners of this competition.
12. The Tri-County Alcohol Awareness Committee, in its sole discretion, reserves the right to disqualify any contestant from the audition or competition process for any reason, including but not limited to: providing untruthful, inaccurate, or misleading information; obscene or offensive acts, language, or performances; or any other obscene, offensive, or inappropriate behavior.
13. Each participant and/or parent(s)/legal guardian agrees to indemnify and hold TCAAC, National Council on Alcoholism/Lansing Regional Area, their respective members, agents, judges, and sponsors harmless from any/all claims, damages, expenses, costs and liabilities, and any/all such claims brought or asserted by any third party against any of them due to or arising out of the contestants registration, participation, performance, and/or conduct in the audition and/or final competition. If your act is selected to compete at the final competition (April 18, 2009) you must perform the same act that was performed during your audition.
14. You may only audition at one location.

15. A parent or legal guardian is strongly encouraged to attend the audition and final performance.  All parental permission slips must be signed to participate.
16. There is a registration fee of $10.00 per act to audition.

17. One completed contestant registration with contestant and parent/legal guardian signatures is required for each participant.  For multi-person acts, all completed registrations should be submitted together in one mailing envelope.  Send completed registration(s) along with a check or money order for $10.00 per act (NO CASH) payable to:
