	We participate in the Job Shadowing Program at Westby High School in Westby, Montana, under the direction of Sonja Mangel.  

We hire local high school students for part-time announcers and board operators in an effort to have a supply of trained people available for any full-time on-air positions that might become available.

We participate as an exhibitor in the annual Williston Sports and Recreation Show that is held every March at the Raymond Community Center, sponsored by the Convention & Visitors Bureau.  We always have a supply of Job Applications for those we talk with who might be interested in a part-time or full-time career in Radio!

Each fall, we sponsor a total of four (4) “Good Neighbor Breakfasts”; one (1) each in four (4) small area towns, two (2) in Montana, and two (2) in North Dakota. We broadcast LIVE from the events and talk about the importance of the communities to our stations and the overall economics of the Northern Plains; and we talk about the importance of our stations to the smaller communities and the Northern Plains.

We also talk about career opportunities at our stations, and actively ask for resumes be sent/faxed/emailed to the station.
This fall, we hosted the following “Good Neighbor Breakfasts”:

   -10/22/09 in Froid, MT. 200 people attended at the Froid Community Center.

   -10/29/09 in Culbertson, MT. 100 people had breakfast in the High School Cafeteria.

   -11/12/09 in Ray, ND. 125 people were in attendance at the High School Cafeteria.

   -11/18/09 in Alexander, ND. 175 people enjoyed breakfast in the High School Cafeteria.
