·         Event: 9/11 Remembrance Ceremony
Closures: Main Street from Boughton Street to South Street will be closed at 8:45 a.m.
 

·         Event: YMCA 10K Run
To begin closely after the conclusion of the 9/11 ceremony, at approximately 10 a.m. 
Closures: Main Street from Boughton Street to South Street will be closed. The race will depart from Boughton Street near Main Street and proceed southbound on Main Street. The runners will then turn right on South Street and left on Mountainville Road. The runners will turn right on Southern Boulevard and right on Deer Hill Avenue. They will then proceed north on Deer Hill Avenue, across West Street onto New Street to Kennedy Avenue, where they will turn right. 
The runners will then cross Main and follow Lee Hartell Boulevard around to westbound White Street. They will then turn left on Main Street and travel south to Boughton Street, finishing in the area of the YMCA. The course will be run twice by participants. 
 

·         Event: HV Sports Triathlon 
Scheduled to begin at approximately 8 a.m. in the area of Candlewood Lake. 
Closures: Begin after the swim, for the bike and run portion as follows:
            Bike: At the start of the swim event, all bike route traffic officers will close the route. The bike route will take the riders east on Hayestown Road and north on Great Plain Road. The riders will turn right at Great Plain Road/Candlewood Road and proceed to Stadley Rough Road, following that road around to the intersection of Stadley Rough and Hawley Road, where the riders will turn left.  They will continue to Great Plain Road where they will turn right. The riders will then complete a second loop from Great Plain Road around to Stadley Rough Road. Upon completion of the second loop, the riders will return to the Danbury Town Park via the causeway. They will leave their bikes inside the Danbury Town Park and begin the running portion of the event. 
            Run: The route for the run should be closed when the first bike rider begins the second lap on the bicycle course. After finishing back at the Town Park, the runners will run on the beach and exit the park via a gate on the west end of the park and travel west on Hayestown Road to East Pembroke Road, where they will turn right. They will turn left on Hayestown Heights Road, left on Rose Lane to Cally Lane. They will then turn right on East Pembroke Road, left on Hayestown Road and right on Sherry Lane to the top of Glen Hill. They will then turn around and return to Hayestown Road via Sherry Lane. The runners will turn right on Hayestown Road and run to the Danbury Town Beach for the conclusion of the race.
